What is His name ~ Exodus 3:13

People of Bible times valued the name of a person. They gave to it the symbolic or character meaning.
Matt. 1:21 - “Call His name Jesus. . . .. *

Names of God

What does God say about Himself?
1. Study the revelation found in the great names and titles He has given Himself.

It is by revelation. God alone can reveal His character.

2. The divine names and titles are full of meaning, and used sparingly and significantly.

Law of first mention

The first mention of a person or place or a docrine is a seed of a doctrine of which is fuller.

~ Personal Names of God ~
El ~ The strong one
To be strong
To have extended sphere of control, power and authority
A general term for God. Generic
Used in circumstances which especially indicate the great power of God. Num. 23:22 - El

Simple and compound names.

Dt. 10:17 - Jehovah your Elohim is God of gods, the Lord of lords, the God (El) who is great, mighty
and awesome.

“El" is frequently combined with nouns or adjectives to express the divine name with reference to particular
attributes which by usage have become names or titles of God.

Example:
Gen. 43:14 ~ “El Shaddai”
Gen. 49:25 ~ El and Shaddai
1. El-Elyon ~ God most high - Gen. 14:18-22
2. El-Roi ~ The God who sees - Gen. 16:13-14
3. El-Shaddai ~ The almighty, all sufficient God - Gen. 17:1

4. El-Olam ~ God of eternily - KJV-Everlasting God - Gen. 21:33; Isa. 40:28-31

5. El-Eloe ~ Israel - Gen. 33:20



El-Elyon - God most high, Gen. 14-17-20

Divine title: Elyon-most high. God as the high exalted one.
Isa. 14:13-14 - be like the most high.
